Dodge 3500 - 2013+ Long/Short Bed

To simplify the installation process, an Overhead
Lifting Device is necessary to lift the center
section into the appropriate location.

Fuel lines, brake lines, and electrical wires are located
along the frame of the truck. When positioning the
gooseneck flip ball hitch, care must be taken to avoid

Before installing the gooseneck flip ball hitch, check for
adequate turning clearance of the front of your trailer and

On 2WD trucks, remove the ball from the socket when
carrying heavy loads. Under load, the ball may contact
the differential, causing damage.

. Remove Spare tire off the truck temporarily for
easier installation

2. If the heat shield existed and posed as an inter-
ference item, remove it carefully. Cutting and
trimming may be necessary.

3. Drill a small pilot hole from the bottom of the
truck-bed using the hole-locator tool. It may be
easier to mark with a sharpie or sharp tool and
center punch from underneath the truck. This
hole is the center location of the 3-1/2” hole
required to install the gooseneck ball later. Using
a circular saw or saw-all, cut the 3-1/2" hole from
the top of the truck. Remove/clean up sharp burrs
as necessary.

Dril a pilot hole through
the center of the locator

4. Look to the rear passenger side of the truck from
underneath, disengage the exhaust from the
hanger. This process is will free up a lot of space
for the center section to move into place. A pry
bar may be necessary to lower the exhaust.

Lower the exhaust to
free up space in order to
install center section.
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5. Insert spacer block in between the bed and the
frame. Make sure it is center about the 3-1/2 inch
hole. Slide the Nut plate on a stick to the left/right
of the truck. The holes must align to the plate.

Slide the spacer
block between the
frame and truck bed.

Position the nut
plate to match the
existing holes.

6. Install the center section into the opening pre-
designated for the 6 existing holes. A lifting
device is very helpful. Notice the latch handle will
default to the driver side because the alignment
of the 6 holes will not allow differently. Secure
the center section with six 5/8 bolts provided.
Torque the bolt to 100 ft-1Ib. You may cut the
excess length of the stick that protruded out too
much from the nut plate & spacer block.

Place center section onto the

truck frame algining to the 6
existing holes shown.

7. Install the Slider Puller bracket and the Puller
Handle onto the center section with the four car-
riage bolts provided. Tightened bolts to 30 ft-1b.

Install the puller and the lever
together as shown.
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8. From underneath the bed, on the four safety-
chain holes, drill four 9/16 holes up through
the truck bed. Two of the holes will have to go
through the existing frame structure of the truck.
Install the u-bolts through these four holes. Add
the four springs from underneath the truck.
Secure them with the Y2 inch nuts provided.

Drill out four

9/16" holes
for U-bolts.
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9. Re-attach the Exhaust that was removed/
loosened earlier.

10. Place the 2-5/16" hitch ball into the newly
installed hitch. Pull and turn the latch pin to
engage the ball with the hitch.

11. Make sure the pin passes through both holes of
the hitch. Remove and grease the square base
of the ball. Reinstall the spare tire to its original
location.
