Attachment Tabs: Motorhome mount Installation Instructions:

Due to the design of the removable
tabs, the RangeFinderll and Ambassador tow
bars can not be used. The Acclaim tow bar may
be used, but will not fold and store on the front
of the vehicle. Adapters, except the BX8833 and
BX88151, can not be used with this baseplate.

Installation Notes: The fascia, air baffle,
metal bumper, temperature sensor and washer
reservoir are removed for installation. Trimming
is required. Drilling is required.

9. Using the reciprocation saw, cut through
the webbing of the frame end — making a
horizontal cut even with the top edge of frame
rail end (see white arrow) starting from the
outer edge of webbing and ending flush with
the side of frame. Then make a vertical cut
starting from the bottom of frame webbing,
flush with the side of frame, up to the end of
initial cut and remove this portion of webbing.
Next make two horizontal cuts on the frame
support webbing (see grey arrows) and flatten
with the hammer. Do this to both sides of the
vehicle.
