Instruction Notes: The fascia and windshield washer fluid reservoir are removed and reinstalled for
the baseplate installation. Some drilling and trimming is required.

Place all components that are removed on a flat, sturdy surface. All items will be reinstalled unless
otherwise noted after the baseplate is installed.

The dimensional variations between otherwise identical vehicles can be considerable. While the
baseplate was designed for easy installation, it may be necessary to tailor the baseplate slightly to
compensate for vehicle manufacturer’s tolerances.

The BX8869 Tail Light Wiring Kit is recommended for this vehicle.

» Handling of some cosmetic parts when installing this product may require the use of protective
covers, rags, specialty tools, etc. to prevent damage.

8. Unhook the temperature sensor from the bumper.
Set it out of the way while the bumper is removed.
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9. Using a 10MM socket, remove the bolt in the center (gray) top and bottom of the bumper bracket.
Using a 12MM socket, remove the two outside bolts (white) top and bottom of the bumper bracket. Do
this on both sides. Set the bolts and the bumper aside to be reinstalled later.
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10. Trim on the front side of the frame cap 2 1/2” in toward the center of the vehicle to the outside
edge of frame rail. Measure and mark 6 inches down as shown in the right photo. Using the
reciprocating saw, make the two horizontal cuts first. The bottom cut should be just above the lip on
the backside flush with the bottom edge. Then make the vertical cut flush on the outside edge of the
frame rail being careful not to cut into the air baffle. Do this on both sides.

Additional options may interfere with suggested mounting; in this case, secure the cables to a solid
piece of the frame as described in the instructions included with the permanent baseplate safety
cables. Be sure the safety cables do not rub against any hoses or moving parts. Do this on BOTH
sides of the vehicle.

21. While holding the fascia as close to its original
position as possible, mark the area around
the removable tabs. Cut the grille around the
outside edge of the removable tab receivers.
Do this on both sides. Reinstall fascia.
