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19. Slide the adaptive cruise control module to its original
position, flush with the baseplate and in a perfectly
vertical position. Reattach adaptive cruise control to
the baseplate onto the tabs provided using 1/4-20 x
1” hex bolts and 1/4-20 whiz nuts (white arrows). If
needed, 1/4” flat washers can be added to level the
adaptive cruise control module. Using existing bolt
attach final bolt behind baseplate to finish securing the
module (19A).

21. Attach the permanent baseplate safety cables to the
provided convenience link on the baseplate (gray
arrow). The photo above shows the recommended
installation of the cables to frame of vehicle (white
arrow). Additional options may interfere with suggested
mounting; in this case secure the cables to a solid
piece of the frame as described in the instructions
included with the permanent baseplate safety cables.
Be sure the safety cables do not rub against any hoses
or moving parts. Do this to both sides of the vehicle.
